Saturday Afternoon Tours and Options

1.45 pm - 2.00 pm:  Depart hotel for tours

1) International Bomber Command Centre:  Travel to the IBCC aboard a vintage bus. Enjoy a tour of the memorial and gardens followed by time to visit the exhibition galleries.

2) Lincoln Vintage Vehicle Society: Travel to the Lincolnshire Road Traffic Museum aboard a vintage bus.  See the collection of over 60 vehicles including cars, motorcycles and bicycles which have been lovingly restored by volunteers.

3) Lincoln Cathedral Tour: Join an experienced guide for a 60-minute tour of the Cathedral. Learn about this beautiful building and the people who have worked and worshipped there over the centuries. 

4) City Walking tour to the Guildhall: Lincoln’s Mayor’s Officer, Richard Storey, will lead a walk down Steep Hill to the Tudor period Guildhall.  There you will see the treasures of Lincoln and the chamber where the City Council still meets.

Please note the Guildhall is not fully accessible and Steep Hill is very steep.  This may not be suitable for those with limited mobility.

There is a downhill/uphill bus for those who need to get back to the Bailgate area and prefer not to walk back up the hill.  The fare is £2 and bus passes are accepted.

5) Free time: Enjoy time at leisure in the Bailgate area for Lincoln Castle, museums, independent shops, pubs and cafes or head downhill for shopping and the Brayford – the waterside area of the city.

As numbers for each tour is limited, you will be asked for a first and second choice on the booking form.  Of course, we will do our best to accommodate your first choice, but we recommend an early booking to avoid disappointment.

Additional Information

Parking:  the Lincoln Hotel has limited and chargeable parking for residents and patrons, however, this is provided on a ‘first come first served’ basis.
